ÅDiagnostic studies of West Africa Seed Systems 
revealed some constraints and dysfunctions: 

VLow organization level of the seed sector  

VDysfunction of national seed systems, which  
are different from one country to another 

VLack of operational infrastructural facilities (labs, 
storage) & equipment (data collection tools) 

VWeak capacity of the Research to meet the needs 
of breedersô seeds  

VLow technical & managerial capacity of the 
private sector, etc.

Áto implement harmonized rules governing quality control, 

certification and marketing of plant seeds and seedlings in 

the ECOWAS-UEMOA-CILSS region to expand seed trade 

across borders 
 

Objective and expected results of the 
ECOWAS seed regulation 

Expected Results 

1. The local production of quality seeds is facilitated,  

2. The seed market within the sub-region is developed  

3. The farmersô timely access to quality seeds is increased,  

4. A favorable policy environment for the emergence of a strong 

private sector is created, 

5. The farmersô choice of new plant varieties is widen and, 

6.  The public-private partnership in the delivery of quality seeds is 

strengthened

ÅVariety Release, based on regionally 
agreed procedures (DUS & VCU tests 
required) 

ÅSeed Quality Control & 
Certification, based on agreed 
standards for each seed class 
(Breeders, Foundation, Certified)  

ÅPhytosanitary Certification of 
Import/export, based on a 
national/regional quarantine pest list, 
to prevent the entry & dissemination 
of quarantine pests

Status of implementation of ECOWAS Regulation 
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Á The protocols for regional seed trade were tested and respected to a large 

extent and all seeds transported were been subjected to quality control and 

phyto-sanitary certification protocols.  

Á Contract models for regional seed trade were developed and tested between 

10 seed supplying countries (Burkina Faso, Cote dôIvoire, Ghana, Guinea, 

Mali, Niger, Nigeria, Senegal and Togo) and the three receiving countries 

(Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinee).  

Á On arrival, seeds were tested in conformity with the regulation and seeds that 

did not meet the standards were rejected under provisions made in the 

contract 

Á Despite the challenges (Excessive restriction at borders, delay in 

administrative procedures..) opportunity offered by the regional seed market to 

the private sector was enhanced
